Subject: Increase in burglaries on medical, dental and veterinary facilities[Scanned]

Over recent weeks there has been an increase in the number of burglaries on medical, dental and veterinary facilities in my area of responsibility which encompasses the municipalities of Boroondara, Monash and Whitehorse.  I would anticipated that this isn't solely restricted to my area and that similar increases may be observed in other areas.

The main items stolen from premises at this stage include money however sufficient damage is being caused to windows and doors in the process of offenders attempting to gain entry.  

In additional to the petty cash, drugs are also being reported stolen.

In an attempt to reduce the number of incidence of graffiti, vandalism, burglaries, thefts and other offences committed on these facilities during vulnerable periods such as the holidays, the following self assessment checklist and security risk management guide has been compiled to assist with crime prevention strategies.

Staff should ensure that interested parties such as neighbouring businesses, residents and all authorised users of the buildings and grounds are aware of whom to contact to express concerns that arise after hours and to encourage local residents and neighbouring business in particular, to report any suspicious, criminal or anti-social activities that take place to police on ‘000’.
